ENTRY FORM COMPLETION  :  Please complete the entry form with one lot per line. Where more than one line is required please “rule off” between lots.

ACCEPTANCE OF LOTS  :  Entries shall only be accepted by the Auctioneers when the details have been completed on the prescribed form, which has been signed by the Vendor or his/her Agent.

DESCRIPTIONS OF LOTS  :  Where disputes arise from the incorrect description of lots given by the Vendor  on the entry form NO RESPONSIBILITY shall be taken by the Auctioneers in such cases. Vendors should consider carefully the description of any lot entered for sale before completing the entry form.

LEGAL TITLE  :  Vendors completing and signing the form must satisfy themselves that they have full legal title to the goods thereon. The Auctioneers shall not offer for sale any items on which finance charges are outstanding, unless the entry form is accompanied by a letter of “instruction to sell” from the relevant Finance Company.

RETURN DATE  :  Where entry forms are received before the advertised closing date every effort shall be made by the Auctioneers to include the details of the items within the sale catalogue. Entries received after this date may be included in the sale at the Auctioneer’s discretion, but no details of these lots will be included within the printed catalogue or any sale advertising.
